4.1 Secretary

The Secretary proposes that Brian Curtis should be recognised as a local group representative, and that Mike Harrison should be co-opted as a voting member of the committee (as he is no longer a local group representative). This proposal was accepted by the meeting.

Arrangements for reorganising our banking arrangements are in progress

the Treasurer suggested that incorporating tri-vets payments into our accounts was misleading, and it was agreed he should find some other way of recording these payments

the question of the grant to D and G was raised. Subsequent to John's death there appears to have been a lack of communication and some misunderstandings about this. It was at the June meeting last year that we agreed to the scheme, and so providing the conditions have been met a second payment is due now. 5 Campaigning (RtR)

5.1 Reports on-road & off-road/Outdoor Access

John Mackay reported on the National Access Forum, especially on his challenge to the Scottish Government plans to introduce a system for closing Core Paths, with some other issues regarding commercial activities by companies doing rafting and mountain biking.

There is concern that we do not know what kind of activities our right to ride reps are taking. They are supposed to make annual reports, but this seems to have gone by the board. Peter Hk attended a RtR organiser meeting and plans to try and improve communications.  A RtR-S workshop is being planned.
6 Development matters

6.1 CTC AGM, campaigns for and against motions 8 to 10

there was extensive discussion on the status and validity of the various campaigns, with input to this from Rob Fuller. There was questioning of how some e-mail lists had been obtained and used. The committee was unanimously in favour of the motions, and agreed that we should use our e-mail list to circulate our view to the Scottish membership. A P: PHk, MH et al.
6.2 Discussion of 'Cycling Development Activities in Scotland''
Ian Aitken (Cycling Scotland) has provided us with an edited version of this correcting spelling mistakes, correcting erroneous data, and also providing some general comments. PHk has provided a draft document taking the key points from the original and addressing it to a Scottish audience. The plan seems to be that we should not attempt to rewrite the original, but develop Peter's draft to be a working document for us to use and take us forward to Gathering-III. It was noted that the original has nothing on the Bike Station, and that Paths for All were not included in the consultation.

6.3 Progress of Development Projects – Bike Club

staff have just been appointed: not one ordinary officer and one senior officer as originally planned, but for the moment two officers (Victoria Leiper in Glasgow and Amy Hickman in Edinburgh, both full-time) and the assistance of a manager from Youth Scotland for 1.5 days a week, who will be able to represent and promote CTC-S around the country.

6.4 New CTC website

RF announced that this would begin on 25 May, and would have features that would be useful to local groups. The emphasis will be much more on member to member communication. There was some discussion, but no real progress, on the question of routes and mapping
