2. Minutes and matters arising

· The minutes of the last meeting were approved

3. Finance

· A current statement and notes were tabled. £1000 had been received from the National Office, and another £2000 was to be paid on 1 October. It was noted that we were still not generating any income. The tri-vets event was considered to be a success and enjoyed by the participants (and we thank George Pennel for doing the Administration) but unlike previous years it had not made any significant income for us.
· The cost of producing Cycle Talk in colour was discussed, and it was agreed that this will be reserved for special occasions

· It was agreed that the costs of the CTC Scotland website should be paid for (£100)

· To help with producing a budget, enquiries to be made as to the amounts which national office has paid in the past towards events such as the gatherings and right to ride conferences. AP: MG?

4. Campaigning and RtR

· Cyclenation conference: Peter Hawkins outlined some of the matters which have been discussed in the joint planning meetings. CTCS gives its full support to the event.
· There was a brief discussion on Peter Hawkins’ response to the SESplan consultation (which was highly commended) and the fact that many of these responses, while having some connection with cycling, are often more generally focused on economic social and environmental concerns. He felt that generally there was no one body to act as an anchor point of focus for groups which had common concerns on these issues.

· Two matters which John Mackay had raised were to do with core path closure and rail crossings. We were all happy with the position that he was taking and for him to continue to represent our views.

5. Events/Publicity

· AP: MH to contact Darren Mirfield & Andy Pankhurst about bikeeventsscotland, and to put a map of local groups on our website.
· Re-opening of Airdrie-Bathgate - it was agreed PHk should contact Carol Deveney of Network Rail to see if the timetable is on schedule to re-open both rail and cycle path on 12 Dec this year, and if they are interested in promoting an opening ride, with possible train ride in one direction, cycle in the other.
6. Pedal for Scotland

· We now have two pull up banner stands which will be used in Victoria Park at the end of the event. L&BMG will be manning the stand, and all participants will have a CTC leaflet in their goody bag. We felt we should be doing more to encourage membership and for people to take action at that point not just promised to do it later.
