2. Minutes of meeting of 2010-08-28 had been posted on the web and were approved.
3. Matters arising from minutes of 2010-08-28. MH had not succeeded in progressing posting events on the bikeeventsscotland website, but this may be overtaken by new facilities shortly to be on the new CTC site. 

4. Finances. A summary had been circulated prior to the meeting. Contents noted. AP: PHk to follow up lack of invoice for hall hire for Gathering. We now have a marketing budget and will use some of this to produce inserts to membership flyers rather than printing Scotland-specific ones. [AP: MH produce copy?]
5. Updates

1. CTC Council for Scotland (CfS) report. PHy gave a brief verbal report of the inaugural meeting of the Council for Scotland which had taken place in the morning.
2. Member Groups reports & Communication issues. We had verbal reports from Highland, Grampian & Glasgow (note June event at Chatelherault). MH is progressing analysis of communication techniques. The new CTC website will have map of Member Groups and facilities for them to use a web page with some content management system or simply a link to an existing site. Member group steering group set up to review: Member handbook, AGM process, Membership list liaison. E-mag Cycle Clips reaches 29k members, and 67% open it.

3. Pedal for Scotland. We would have a stall at the finish.
4. Birthday Rides: possibility of Fife or Grampian in 2012 or 2013??? Suggestion that Grampian Rally and K-M Rally should become national events in 2012, and thus obtain more national publicity.
5. Previously fixed for 2011-11-19. Possibility of smaller room at Beechwood (better acoustics?). Invoice still not received for 2010. AP: PHk.

8. Campaigning 
1. Parliamentary Elections & Vote Bike-Scotland. CfS has this in hand.
2. New RTR support officer, Laura Brooks, taking post after Easter - aim to expand groups of RTR activists; and focus on Sc Elections in May.

1. NF requested more copy including photos for Cycle and Cycle clips from Scotland.
2. NF needs names of bike shops offering discounts to members. Note that Member Groups now comes under the Commercial Dept. at NO (John Storms and Julie Rand).
3. DH raised the issue of bikes on buses, esp in rural areas, which should become part of any contract between bus companies and LAs, since it would enable an integrated and much faster network, whereby buses would travel along a main road instead of a slow route round the villages; the villages would feed passengers to the main road, either by taxi or bike (or other). And this idea could be part of any cycling manifesto for the SP elections.
